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President’s Report 2025

It has once again been a tremendous privilege
to serve the churches of our Association this
year as President. In the providence of God, |
have ended up serving a second term, but it
has been a real joy to continue this ministry to
our churches and the  Association

Departments.

I had thought that | might control my diary better than had been the case in year one,
but as the proverb goes: "best laid plans often go awry ™, and | have been at least as
busy, especially at weekends.

The role has involved: chairing committees and churches councils; attending church
anniversaries and inductions; and preaching in quite a number of churches across the
island. In addition, this year | have met with a number of pastors individually to offer
support and encouragement in the ministry to which God has called them. | have also
continued some involvement with the College in teaching a few classes, and Alicen
and | had the privilege of accompanying the Mission Director to France to encourage
the team there.

Other highlights of this year have included a visit to the church plant in Belturbet,
conducting a Day Conference in Thurles, Harvest services in Stonepark and Armagh,
a Fellowship morning for retired pastors and missionaries, and going back to
Coleraine for their 230th Anniversary celebrations. At the end of February, | was the
speaker at Cookstown Bible Week, an interdenominational Bible teaching event in
which the Baptist Church is involved. Once again, in March, the annual Pastor’s
Conference was held in Carlingford with another large attendance. | was forced to
miss this event through illness, but reports are that the teaching from John Bell was
warm and helpful and the fellowship between the men was great.

In this second year, my continuing impression is that our churches today are
“standing firm in the Lord™ (1 Thessalonians 3v8) and reaching out where God has
placed them with the good news of the gospel. We praise God particularly for the
growth numerically in the Republic which, over the last 25 years, has been such a
striking development and shows no sign of abating.

As | come to the end of this period of service, thanks are due once again to Almighty
God for his strengthening grace. To my wife, Alicen, who has continued to
accompany me on my travels. Then to Dave Ramsey, the Association Director, and
the staff in the Baptist Centre who work so hard in the service of our churches. Also,
to my home church in Ballymena for their prayerful support over the last two years.
Finally, I commend the incoming President, Pastor Steven Curry (my own pastor) to
the churches and pray God's blessing upon him as he enters this office.

It
was through an Irish Baptist church that | first
came to know the Lord at the age of fourteen. It
was in that same church, Bethany (formerly known
as Rosemary Park), that | was baptised, took my
first communion, preached my first sermon and
was married to Gail a few years later.

Now in Ballymena, God continues to provide for us as we serve the Lord there.

So, under God, Baptists are literally my bread and butter. They have provided for us,
encouraged us, and put up with me for fifty years. | am deeply grateful to God for the
opportunity to give something back and to try to be of some help to the wider
association.

The call to ministry is a high and holy calling, but it can also be a
hard and difficult one. If | can help any of them persevere in that calling, it would be a
great blessing to me.

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Churches

The total number of churches in membership of the Association at the end of 2025
was 123 (2024, 120). It was a great delight and joy to welcome Carrigtwohill
Baptist Church, Naas Baptist Fellowship Church and Hope Community Church,
Longford, into membership during the year.

In 1991 there were 101 churches in the Association. Over the period to 2025 we have
added 36 churches balanced by 11 dissolutions and three resignations. In Northern
Ireland there are 86 Churches. In 1991 there were 91. This reflects eight additions and
13 subtractions (resignation or closure). In the Republic of Ireland there were 10
churches in 1991 in comparison to 37 at the end of the year. This reflects 28 new
churches and one closure over this period.

Members

Itis encouraging to see a increase in membership across the churches during 2025 and
for the third year running. Total membership has increased by 64 from 8,785 to 8,849
(0.7%). It is encouraging to see the small decline throughout the past decade being
arrested and reversed over the past few years. This membership figure represents
the highest ever recorded membership in the Association. However, the churches
added to the Association during the year contributed 70 new members. Therefore the
actual movement on membership from 2024-2025 has been a decline.

A closer investigation of the year-on-year movement by individual church shows that 60
(2024 - 50) churches (49%) experienced an increase in membership with 46 churches
(37%) experiencing an decrease in membership. 17 (14%) churches membership
remained the same. Given the large increase in membership and the spread of
movements in churches it would appear that increases are weighted towards a small
number of churches experiencing a large increase in membership. It is also very
encouraging to note that one of the highest levels of those added to membership was
achieved during the year.

Attendance

The figure recorded for Sunday attendance is 13,487 (2024 - 13,134). The marked fall
in attendance during COVID has been fully recovered with this year end figure in excess
of the 2019 attendance figure (12,826). Figures for Sunday attendance have only been
collected since 2018. This is the highest figure recorded for Sunday attendance.

Baptism

The figures for baptisms during the year is very encouraging with 387 (2024 - 374)
individuals going through the waters of baptism. This is an encouraging sign that the
levels experienced during COVID are being recovered. This is the second highest
number of baptisms in a year since the year 2000. We must rejoice in this evidence of
individuals coming to faith in Christ and being obedient to his command to be baptised
as that public declaration of their faith.

Children and Young People

The number of children in children's meetings and young people attending our
churches has experienced a small decrease year on year. The figure for the previous
year of children attending our programmes was the highest since the year 2000. The
trend for young people attending our churches has experienced a steady increase since
2010 and has seen a small year on year increase. Both of these figures should be an
encouragement and we need to continue to work hard at investment in these areas to
ensure the continued growth of our family of churches.



Church leadership

The macro trend of the last 30 years of increasing elders in our churches would indicate
that churches are placing a greater value on a plurality of elders providing spiritual
oversight and servant leadership within our churches. This figure recorded for elders
of 377 is the highest in the history of the Association. An increase in eldership would
suggest that churches may be in a stronger and more stable position. Itis encouraging
to see a fifth year of increase in numbers of elders in our churches. It is further
encouraging to also see a fourth-year increase in numbers of deacons in this past year
to 684. The figure recorded for deacons is the highest in the history of the Association.
Churches need to have intentionality in developing leaders and passing on experience
to faithful men who will teach others.

There were seven resignations from the pastorate and three retirements during 2025.
There were three pastors/workers who moved church during the year. It was
encouraging to witness four new pastors, and five inductions to other pastoral ministry
roles within churches. However, this is a net movement in pastors of minus one in the
year.

At the end of the year there were 24 vacant churches. However, when you take into
account provision for pastoral cover the actual number of vacant churches is 20.
Developing pastoral oversight for our churches needs to be a high priority for all our
churches.

Baptist Aid

Zimbabwe continues to experience economic difficulties. The Baptist Union of
Zimbabwe are seeking to demonstrate Christian love and compassion through its
Orphan Care Programme. ABCI are delighted to be able to contribute to this project.
However, we have reached a stage where we can only support at the level of donations
received into the fund. This comes from a number of committed monthly donations but
mainly through the Christmas appeal. During 2025 we were able to support
approximately 80 children in the programme. Churches are urged to continue to keep
the profile of this endeavour high in the minds of their members.

Retired Ministers’ Support Fund

The RMS fund continues to provide a small income for pastors and missionaries that
have served our churches. The Fund currently supports 21 members with over 460
years of service. However it has now entered the final stages of its existence and
expenditure should continue to fall in coming years. Income needs to be sustained at
current levels for at least five years to meet current commitments and ensure the deficit
is removed.

Churches’ Pastoral Support Scheme (CPSS)

The CPSS supported 6 churches to the total sum of £30,500 during 2025. It was
pleasing to know that the income level to this fund allowed 100% of the committed
grants to be paid. The fund has had one new application during 2025 and giving to the
fund needs to be maintained to ensure adequate support is giving to all churches in the
Scheme. The CPSS remains a Scheme which in one of its incarnations over the last 100
years has provided support for the majority of our churches. The history of many large
churches today will show they survived in their early years because of such support.
This fund is a practical expression of the larger churches assisting smaller and weaker
churches so that they might move forward and take new ground.

Pastors Conference

Well over 125 pastors, missionaries and youth workers attended the annual pastors
conference in Carlingford, Co Louth in March 2025. This was a record number of
attendees for the conference.

The guest speaker was Pastor Eric Bancroft from
Grace Church, Miami. The theme for the
conference was the sufficiency of scripture. His
theme for the conference was “Mentors in Ministry”
(based on Philippians 2).

Some of the most precious times at the conference
are those spent in prayer or in small groups. This
gives the pastors opportunity to discuss the
challenges and privileges of ministry and to
encourage one another. Those who attended went

| away refreshed and already looking forward to and

planning for next year.

This is
a source of joy as it indicates that the
gospel is spreading and taking
root in new situations.

Departments

Department leaders supply over half of the content in the magazine. Their aim is to
remind readers of the work of evangelism, mission, outreach and discipleship. Each of
them faces many questions and decisions each day. Their faithful attention to providing
content that inspires and prompts reflection is appreciated.

Design

The Editorial Committee notes with gratitude the work of Pepper Collective. They
consistently provide good design for each issue.

Subscriptions

With more content being posted online there is a certain amount of pressure on the
Editorial Committee to go wholly online. There are, however, indications from educators
and others that a return to more contained content in physical books and magazines
has benefits. Not least that it minimises distraction and embeds learning and the
retention of information - hyper digitalisation tends to ruin concentration. For this
reason, the Committee continues to be committed to producing the magazine in
physical form as hard copy.
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Ministry Support

During 2025, | divided my time between supporting pastors,
assisting churches, lecturing at IBC, counselling, and providing

supervision for counsellors.

My support of pastors has included personal pastoral care,
ministry advice and encouragement, and more formal

counselling for anxiety, stress, and low mood. | also regularly
provide guidance when pastors are navigating complex pastoral counselling situations. In addition,
| have spent time supporting pastors’ wives and families when needed. The issues addressed have

included ministry pressures, relationship difficulties within churches, and discouragements in

church life.

Over the past year, | have supported several churches at their invitation, particularly in areas such
as evangelism, pastoral care situations, and eldership support. From time to time, | have engaged
in conversations around revitalisation with some of our struggling churches. | also preach regularly
in our churches and have delivered evangelism seminars, mental health talks, and spoken at
evangelistic and mission events. At IBC, | continue to lecture in Evangelism, Pastoral Care, and
Counselling.

Throughout the year, | have maintained regular contact with approximately 70 pastors and have
counselled 46 individuals, many of whom were referred through our churches. | have also
signposted others to local Christian or biblical counsellors where appropriate. In addition, |
supervise 14 counsellors. | remain involved with several charities, including the Niamh Louise
Foundation, Recover Together (addiction recovery work alongside Roy Warke), Bridge Counselling,
Fresh Light Counselling, and Hope4U.

Among the many encouragements this year have been seeing struggling pastors and pastors’
wives strengthened, witnessing individuals grow spiritually amid personal struggles and even
having the privilege of pointing some to salvation.

Media & Communications

It has been another encouraging year of serving as the Media
and Communications Coordinator for ABCI. In particular, it
continues to be a joy to work alongside the various department
directors, supporting their efforts and helping to promote the
valuable work they do across our churches.

A key aspect of the role has remained the creation of photo and
video content that both enhances the objectives of our various

departments and promotes the many ongoing ways in which they are serving our Association.

As well as the weekly management of social media profiles, some of the ongoing projects | continue
to be involved in include the production of the Irish Baptist College podcast, Let’s Talk. This podcast
is released weekly and seeks to educate listeners on practical and theological issues, while also
giving outsiders an insight into the work of our College. Listener engagement has remained
encouraging, and the podcast continues to serve as a teaching and promotional resource.

Another recent project this year has been the creation of a new website for Irish Baptist College.
This has been an important step in keeping our online presence fresh, accessible, and up to date.
We pray that the new platform will allow for clear communication of the College’s events, resources
and study opportunities for prospective students.

I have continued working alongside the Missions Department in anticipation of Peru 700 - an
important anniversary as we commemorate 100 years of Irish Baptists’ gospel interest in Peru.
Over the past year we have recorded dozens of interviews with key individuals who are able to
testify to God's grace over these years. With much of the core content now gathered, this project
is steadily moving toward completion and is expected to reach its final stages within the next 16
months.

Looking ahead, there will also be opportunities to support and attend upcoming Baptist Women
and Baptist Youth events, which will provide further avenues to serve through media coverage and
promotional support.

Additionally, I have continued to receive invitations to speak at churches from across our
Association. Each opportunity has provided an opportunity to share from God's Word but also
update churches on the work of our various departments. Some of the churches | have been
invited to speak at in recent months include Holywood, Newtownards, Portadown and Gilnahirk.

It has been another rewarding year, and | look forward to continuing to serve in this role,
developing further ways to support the work of our Association.

PROCLAIMING CHRIST & PLANTING CHURCHES

As we reflect on the life and witness of the Irish Baptist College during 2025, we
do so with deep gratitude to God for His faithfulness and sustaining grace. This
year has brought both significant challenge and remarkable encouragement,
reminding us afresh that, “Many are the plans in a person’s heart, but it is the
Lord’'s purpose that prevails” (Proverbs 19:21).

The College exists to magnify Christ, advance the gospel, and strengthen the churches
of the Association of Baptist Churches in Ireland by equipping men and women for
gospel ministry. Throughout 2025, that calling has remained unchanged, even as
circumstances shifted dramatically around us. We are profoundly thankful for the
prayers, support, and wise oversight of our churches, the Management Committee, and
the Executive Committee, as well as for the commitment of our faculty, staff, and
students, who have continued to serve faithfully through a demanding year.

It has also been a great encouragement to see that, even in such a year, God has
continued to send students to the College. In the current academic year, across all our
courses, we have enrolled 193 students—a tangible reminder of the Lord's ongoing
provision and purpose for the work of the College.

A Year of Unforeseen Challenge and God’s Provision

A significant moment in 2025 came during the summer with the sudden closure of
Spurgeon’s College, our validating partner. This unexpected development created
immediate uncertainty regarding the validation of both our undergraduate and
postgraduate programmes and posed a threat to the College’s ability to continue its
academic provision.

In response, the College leadership, Association Director, and Management Committee,
acted with urgency, unity and prayer.

We rejoice that, in God's kindness, a door was opened with the University of Chester.
the Management Committee approved Chester as our new validating partner. This
short-term emergency agreement enabled the College to continue recruiting and
teaching students.

We praise God for this answer to prayer. While the arrangement with Chester is
explicitly temporary, it has provided stability at a critical moment and allowed the
College to enter the new academic year with renewed confidence and purpose.

Academic Quality and External Assurance

One of the most encouraging affirmations of the College's
work in 2025 came through the Quality Assurance Agency
(QAA) review, conducted in May.

The outcome was highly positive. The QAA concluded that
the Irish Baptist College is 'fully aligned with the Sector-
Agreed Principles of the UK Quality Code for Higher
Education’.' Two areas of good practice were specifically
identified: the College’'s personalised approach to the
delivery of high-quality teaching and learning, and its
personalised provision of student support.

Staff Team: Change, Continuity, and Commitment

2025 was also a year of important transition within the staff team. After many years of
faithful service, Dr Sarah Dalrymple formally retired from her full-time role in the Old
Testament department. We thank God for her significant contribution to the life of the
College since 2014 and are delighted that she continues to serve as a Visiting Lecturer.

Following a restructuring process led by the Finance and Staffing Committee,
Dr Davy Ellison assumed his new primary responsibility as Old Testament Tutor,
alongside his continuing leadership role as Director of Training. To support this change
and strengthen the College’s operational capacity, Mr David Ball was appointed as
College Management Director and commenced this role in August. His appointment



has allowed other members of staff, particularly the Principal and Director of Training,
to devote more time to teaching, strategic thinking, and external engagement.

The College continues to be blessed by a dedicated faculty team, supported by a wide
range of visiting lecturers. During the autumn semester alone, over 40 visiting
contributors - including pastors, missionaries, and practitioners - enriched the
learning experience of our students. The majority of the College budget continues to
be invested in ‘people’, reflecting our conviction that quality ministry training depends
upon quality teachers.

Students and Programmes

Despite the disruption of the summer, student recruitment for 2025-26 has been
encouraging. The College welcomed:

e 6 new undergraduate students (3 studying part-
time), including students from Dublin and Wexford.

e 1 Gap Year student.

e 7 new postgraduate students, all studying part-time,
including 2 from Dublin.

New undergraduate students

While overall undergraduate and postgraduate numbers

remain below pre-pandemic levels - a challenge shared across the theological
education sector - the diversity and commitment of our students is a source of
encouragement.

The Foundations Courses continue to be a vital point of connection between the
College and our churches. In 2025 around 100 students were enrolled across four
locations, with additional participation through Baptist Women'’s training courses.

The Dublin Hub has completed its first full year with encouraging results. With
approximately 10 students per module and 23 students overall, the classes have been
viable and well-received. Teaching has been delivered by local pastors, strengthening
links between the College and Dublin churches.

A Foundations launch night in Dublin, attended by around 80 people and featuring
teaching from Dr Thomas Schreiner, further demonstrated the strategic importance of
this hub for gospel training in the Republic of Ireland.Graduates and Gospel Fruit.

At the heart of the College’s work is its purpose: preparing men and women for gospel
ministry. Summer 2025 marked the completion of the College’s Ten-Year Vision, two
years ahead of schedule. Over eight years, 70 graduates have entered gospel ministry:
55 into church-based roles across several denominations, 8 into missions, and 7 into
other forms of gospel service.

Over 90
people attended, including students, pastors, and members of local churches.

October: Dr Shane Deane delivered a lecture on The Christ-Centered Preaching of
Benjamin Keach, examining the theological depth and pastoral impact of one of the
most significant 17th-century Baptist preachers.

A Summer Celebrating God's Faithfulness

Our summer program remains a highlight of the year, but 2025 felt particularly
characterised by celebration as we reflected on 50 years of the Gospel being sown
through the work of BYE Teams. Before a single team was sent out, 212 volunteers
joined together in Moira Baptist to worship together and think carefully about how we
could best serve our churches.

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Finance Report

Executive Summary

e The year end position is once again encouraging,finishing in surplus for the sixth
year in a row.

e Giving from churches was at a level of £932,749, the highest ever level.

e Personal giving also increased to a highest level of £461,883.

e At £2,105,006, expenditure was £109,347 over budget.

e Theincrease in support has enabled the increase in budgeted expenditure.

We continue to give thanks to God for the encouraging levels of church and personal
support, which demonstrates a strong commitment to working together and provides
a platform for our Association of churches to move forward and develop this vital gospel
ministry.

Accounts and Audit

A full set of statutory accounts have been prepared for the Association which are
available on request. Included in this report are the Statement of Financial Activities and
Balance sheet as reported in the statutory accounts and an additional summary of
departmental accounts.

A full independent audit of the statutory accounts is carried out by GMCG Belfast,
Chartered Accountants.

Year-end Balance

An examination of the Statement of Financial Activities and Balance Sheet on page 25
will show that the Association budgeted departments recorded a surplus of £5,098 over
the year, while the non-budgeted departments added an additional £449,877 surplus,
resulting in an overall surplus of £454,975 for the year ended 31 January 2026.

The non-budget departments surplus included a positive revaluation of the pension
scheme deficit (+£180,500) and increases in the values of trust funds held by the
Northern Baptist Corporation for the use of the Association (+£180,193).

The bank balance at the end of the year increased by £93,476 to £523,384 (Jan-25:
£429,908). £211,961 of restricted funds are held for the PIP fund. Taking this into
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account and adjusting the bank balance accordingly, there is a positive cash balance of
£311,423. This is an increase of £72,069 from the position in January 2025.

The bank balance adjusted in this way at the year-end over a period of years is
highlighted in the following graph. This cash position has improved significantly over the
last ten years. The year end position represents the highest cash position at any time of
the year, as a large proportion of funds are received in December and January.

Closing unrestricted reserves total £831,737, representing 4.6 months expenditure for
the Association. This position has improved as a result of the Pension Scheme
revaluation. It is good practice to hold a minimum of 3 months expenditure in reserve.
This provides a stable financial base to plan for the work of the Association in future
years, with much of these funds already designated to support future work.

The encouraging financial position is evidence that the work of the Association in
furthering a Baptist witness in Ireland is held in high regard by our churches and
members. We return thanks to God for his faithfulness and goodness.

Church Giving

Church giving in 2025 was at a level of £932,749 an increase of almost 10% on the
previous year £853,028). This is the eleventh consecutive year of growth in church giving
to the work of the Association and the highest ever level. This is once again a significant
increase in the level of giving by churches and we are thankful to God for this provision.
The graph on the next page highlights church giving to the Association since 2010.



Church Giving

We are very grateful for the generous and faithful support of the churches. This level of
giving has significantly exceeded the budget target of £814,825. This level of giving has
enabled the Association to ensure that expenditure in the year is covered by income. As
in previous years most church giving has been designated to the support of Baptist
Missions (£591,533), followed by the College (£179,475).

If giving from churches can remain at the level experienced in 2025 we will meet our
budget target for 2026 and will provide the solid platform to enable the work of the
Association to continue to move forward.
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Church Donations Analysis

The Donations Analysis on pages 27-31 shows that out of 124 churches, 101 gave
something to the work of the Association. 63 churches increased their giving to the
Association while 42 decreased their giving. 23 churches give no financial support. It is
once again clear that there are a significant number of churches that have examined
their giving to the Association over the past year and have demonstrated their support
of the work that we endeavour to do together by increasing their financial support. It is
understandable that due to financial pressures some churches have been unable to
provide financial support for the work of the Association, however these churches are
encouraged to give a nominal amount to each department as an expression of their
support.

Personal Donations

Personal donations to the work of the Association increased by £54,542 from £407,340
in 2024 to £461,883 in 2025.

It is encouraging to see the continuing increase in personal donations and the highest
ever level of personal donations to the Association. A large portion of this increase
comes as a result of regular monthly giving, which demonstrates the personal
commitment of many of our supporters. The College’'s Gospel Guardian campaign and
Baptist Mission’s Target 1000 campaign provide essential support as these
departments continue in their work of the Gospel. Thanks is given to all the individuals
who support the work of the Association in this manner.

ABCI 2013 Retirement Benefits Scheme

The triennial actuarial valuation carried out on the Scheme at 31 March 2025 showed a
funding surplus of £6,000 in the Scheme. The funding position has improved
significantly from the last valuation at 31 March 2022 which showed a deficit of
£338,000, and the current investment strategy is expected to safeguard against further
volatility in the financial markets. The Association has committed to pay voluntary
contributions of £30,000 p.a. until June 2027 which are recorded as a liability of the
Association on the Balance Sheet.

Thanks must be given to the Directors of ABCI Retirement Benefits Limited which acts
as Trustee of the Scheme.

PIP Fund

Churches are continuing to respond positively to the PIP fund subscription. It is planned
that this Fund will remain in place until the final member of the Scheme passes away.
Contributions are estimated to be payable by churches until 2055. However, it should
be noted that the real cost of contributions will not increase and will in fact decrease
over time based on the current funding model. A 2% reduction in the rate of PIP
payments has been approved for 2026. The balance on the fund at the year-end is
£510,345 with almost £300,000 held and invested by the Northern Baptist Corporation
Limited on behalf of the Association.
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Budget 2026

The Recommended Stipend Scale for 2026 was released to churches with a 4.25%
increase for NI churches and 3.5% for ROI. It is for individual churches to assess the
level of increase payable in their situation. The Finance Committee approved an
increase to Association salaries of 4.25%. The total budgeted expenditure for 2026 is
set at £2,120,055. This is an increase of £124,396 on the previous year budget figure of
£1,995,659. Church giving needs to reach a level of £873,653 in order to sustain the
entirety of the work undertaken by the Association. As noted, church giving exceeded
this level in 2025.

Review of the Year

The budget departments collectively finished the year with a surplus balance. A review
of each Department shows the complexity of the financial position in 2025.

General Expenses

The General Expense department provides various Administration and Ministry
Support services to Association departments and churches. This department has
continued to reduce its historical deficit balance, ending the year with a deficit of
£19,875 (2024 - £33,715). Income exceeded expenditure in this account by £13,840.
Annual subscriptions from churches were at a level of £108,093 (2024 - £95,333).
Expenditure was £16,303 higher than in 2024, mainly due to budgeted increase in staff
costs. This department funded £20,000 of Pension Administration Costs. The total
administration cost of this Pension Scheme is in the region of £25,000 per annum. The
Northern Baptist Corporation Limited has committed to funding the balance in order to
ease the burden of this liability on the Association.

Baptist Missions

This Department continues to report encouraging financial results. Expenditure
increased by £95,396 to £1,019,969, which was £63,969 over budget. This increase in
expenditure has been directly applied to the mission field: four new short term workers
were taken on during the year, while additional support has been given to assist existing
missionaries facing rising housing costs in a number of regions.

This increase in expenditure has been made possible by generous support which has
seen income increase by £91,439 to £1,027,306, a figure which was £71,306 above
what was budgeted for. This has resulted in an overall surplus of £7,337 for the year.
Church giving increased by £57,341, while personal giving increased by £45,338. It is



encouraging to see such high levels of continued church giving and personal donations
in support of missionaries and projects, demonstrating the value that our supporters
are placing on the work we do as a gospel partnership of churches in Proclaiming Christ
and Planting churches. The landscape across France, Ireland, Peru and Spain is so
needy that there are many opportunities that need our support.

Baptist Women

The Women's department continues to hold a mix of in-person and online events
throughout the year, encouraging participation by women across Ireland. Income
exceeded expenditure by £2,375 resulting in a closing surplus for the department of
£16,265. An increase in income generated by courses resulted in less donations being
required to support the work of this department: church donations were reduced by
£2,781 to £32,414 while personal giving decreased by £842 to £8,568. This closing
surplus means Baptist Women is well placed to continue developing their ministry
among the women of our churches.

Baptist Youth

The full programme of BYE Teams and Camps has continued this year. These activities
helped the department finish the year with a surplus of £2,223. Church giving increased
by £3,882 although personal giving fell by £976. Another successful summer
programme of camps and teams meant the department was able to meet all of its costs
and return a small surplus, although there has been a notable increase in the costs of
running the summer camps. Given the importance to our churches of reaching the
younger generation maintaining support should be a priority.

Retired Ministers Support

This fund currently supports 21 members. It has now entered the final stages of its
existence and expenditure should continue to fall in coming years. This department
finished with a closing a surplus of £1,016.

Irish Baptist College

The Irish Baptist College returned a deficit of £20,902 this year, resulting in a closing
deficit position of £37,122. The unexpected closure of the College’s validating partner
(Spurgeon’s College London) impacted student recruitment before the start of the new
academic year, and resulted in additional costs. The College had already budgeted to
finish the year with a £33k deficit, so the financial impact of this caused concern.
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However, in response to an appeal in January, the College received gifts totalling
£44,448, in addition to a number of significant one-off donations during the year. This
generous giving helped the College finish in a better financial position than expected.

Financial pressures remain a source of concern for forthcoming years, and churches are
encouraged to support the College primarily by identifying and sending students with a
calling and gifting for ministry to train at the College. Given the vital and strategic work
of the College and the impact on our churches it is imperative that the college is given
the support it requires as it seeks to prepare leaders for gospel ministry in pastoral and
missionary settings.

Churches’ Pastoral Support Scheme

It was encouraging to see continued support for the CPSS. The fund closed with a
£3,773 surplus at the year end. The level of giving once again enabled 100 percent of
the promised grants to be passed to the six churches currently in the Scheme. The
impact on a small church of having someone in place to lead the work forward cannot
be underestimated. Support of this fund is commended to the churches.

Insight Magazine

The Insight Magazine account continues to operate at a deficit of approximately £5,000
a year and looks to the Northern Baptist Corporation Limited for support. This is as a
result of a slow decline in subscriptions as a result of the challenges that printed media
face in a digital age. The magazine is one of the main channels of disseminating
information from our churches and Association departments and requires support in
promoting the magazine. The Editorial Committee believes that the magazine is an
excellent product that deserves support.

Baptist Aid

Throughout 2025 we continued to support the vital work of the Baptist Union of
Zimbabwe Orphan Care Programme. Income exceeded costs by £1,546 placing this
department in a closing surplus of £273. Churches are encouraged to continue to
support this life giving project.
